19.3
Minutes of the 18th meeting in Berlin and matters arising

Executive Committee elections timetable / arrangements

Voting will take place from the 11th April 2011 and result will be announced at the 
AGM in Dublin, at the moment scheduled for the 9th May 2011.

Finances 

19.5.1 Insurance cover


Anne Marie van den Dries reported after consulting expert opinion. Any liabilities 
from the journal are covered by Intellect and those arising from the conference are 
the responsibility of the coordinating institution. In the case of the newsletters a 
disclaimer will be added from now on.

19.5.2 Financial report

Anne Marie van den Dries is currently liaising with the bank and Nathan Frethwell to 
ensure online access to the accounts. It necessary to balance subscriptions in lower 
rate paying members with institutional memberships in richer countries. Action: 
Clarification will be sought on the costs of the administrative support and the costs 
of the journal as contracted.

Research grant 

Only one submission has been received, which has been accepted. Marta Fulop will 
get in contact with them with details of the award and timeline.
19.7
Membership Update

It was agreed that it in addition of maintaining renewals it was important to adopt a 
new strategy to increase the numbers of members It was agreed to start a letter 
campaign, sending tailored letters out while trying to minimize duplication. The 
following letters will be emailed:

- a letter will be sent to those members that have not renewed outlining the benefits 
of the Association. 

- a letter to all CiCe 4 members announcing the bid for CiCe 5 and outlining the 
difference between the association and the network.


- individually tailored letters asking individuals to approach  their institutions to find 
out if they would like to become institutional members

- a letter to the CitizEd mailing list. This will have to be check for wording and 
people with Ian Davies.

19.8
Discussion on new membership subscription rates

Anne Marie van de Dries presented details of subscriptions rates in other 
association. It was agreed that the EC will review this presentation and comment 
with full arguments for each proposal, for review in Dublin. Action: Anne Marie van 
de Dries will update the current fee scale in the meantime, to include non European 
institutions. Action: She will also contact Nathan Frethwell to find the estimated 
cost of running the association for one year, so that this figure can inform the 
discussion of the fees. 

It was agreed that aim is to guaranty the financial stability to the association, to 
simplify the fee structure while respecting the difference in income among 
countries. The current eighteen months memberships is also proving unsustainable 
and greater efforts need to be make to explain the extra benefits of the association 
in view of the cost of obtaining the journal directly from the Intellect website. It was 
agreed that the lowest fee should cover the cost of the journal, and the figure of 60 
euros was agreed as lowest possible fee.


Susana Goncalves suggested that in the long term alternative income streams may 
be sought, from sponsorship for instance, and that for this end it may be relevant to 
include a discussion on fundraising strategies in the next meeting. 

Income generating activities, such as grants and bids could be explored in order to 
raise revenue for the association. Action: Julia Spinthourakis will investigate and 
report in Dublin.

19.9
Discussion on competition for travel grants (2011-2012)

The motion was tabled and agreed not to award travel grant this year. 

19.10
Discussion on outstanding publication award (2011-2012)


A nomination was received and reviewed by review committee, formed by Marta 
Fulop as Research and Publications office and Christine Roland Levy as Past 
President. It was agreed to circulate a new deadline of the 15th of March in the 
newsletter. The nomination received will be added to the new batch, which was 
agreed could include papers written in languages other than English. Action: 
Susana Goncalves to prepare a blurb to accompany the announcement of the new 
deadline in the newsletter. 
The current applicant will be notified before the decision 
is announced in the newsletter.

It was also agreed that a small group will be formed to clarify the process and then 
update the details in the website. In addition, it was agreed that a table with the 
dates that recur during the year will be added to the Newsletter as a standing item. 
Alongside these, guidelines for the administrative team will also be produced, 
including dates and processed. Action: Marta Fulop, Julia Spinthourakis and Anne 
Marie van den Dries will communicate in advance of the Dublin meetings and 
prepare both sets of guidelines, which will be then collated and circulated to the 
administrative team 
by Julia Spinthourakis.

It was agreed that in conjunction with the drive to raise the level of the papers 
presented at the CiCe conference, a selection of papers will be peer reviewed and 
published as an online journal. Authors will have to self select their papers by 
indicating their willingness to submit them also to the peer review in the submission 
form and the online space will be presented as a place where the association 
members could try new things. Action: Marta Fulop will ask the CiCeA members to 
submit their names to the review board so that an editorial review board can be 
established. Julia Spinthourakis will review the paper guidelines so that these can 
be resent to authors.
