Chair’s Announcements

There were no announcements from the Chair.

6.3
Minutes of the 5th CiCea meeting in Budapest and matters arising
The minutes of the fifth meeting of the Association Executive were accepted as a true record of the meeting held in Budapest on the 22-23 June 2007.
Matters arising: a checklist for the division of functions between the President and the International Co-ordinator for CiCe (and CiCea) was circulated and discussed. With regard to publications it was proposed that the relevant Executive member will be responsible for the first edit of the group’s guideline booklet(s). It was suggested that the conference book only contains selected papers from the conference. How these are reviewed and who will do the reviewing/editing remains to be confirmed.

Elections
An electronic voting system will be used in which each member will receive an email that contains a link to the electronic voting form and a password. The votes will be returned electronically and recorded in a database. This system does not have the disadvantages of a postal system and is a quick and efficient method of administering the voting process whilst preserving anonymity. 
President Elect (1 Oct 2008 - 2010; President 2010-2012; past-president 2012-2014)

Nominations open on 20 November 2007 (nomination forms available on CiCea website)

Nominees are asked to provide a written manifesto of no more than 450 words, which will be circulated to voters. Nominations close on 7 January 2008 at 12.00 noon London time. All who are members by that day will be entitled to vote.  Electronic voting forms will be sent to Individual members and the Coordinators of Institutional Members by 14 January 2008.  Institutional member votes are worth 10 votes, Individual member votes are worth 1 vote. Voting will close on 4 February 2008 at 12 noon London time.
If there are no candidates for the position of President Elect the Executive Committee will make a decision at the meeting in January 2008 (it may be possible to combine this election with the election for executive members).

Executive elections

We will open nominations for four Executive Committee members: one scientific and publications officer three other executive members on 25 February 2008 (nomination forms available on CiCea website). Those elected will only take office if the Thematic network proposal is accepted by the European Commission. Candidates may stand for BOTH the scientific and publications officer post AND the executive member post, but will only be elected on one post.  Nominees should provide a written manifesto of no more than 450 words, which will be circulated to voters. Nominations close on March 31 2008 at 12.00 noon London time. All who are members by that day will be entitled to vote.  

Electronic voting forms will be sent to Individual members and the Coordinators of Institutional Members by 7 April 2008.  Institutional member votes are worth 10 votes, Individual member votes are worth 1 vote. Voting will close on 28 April 2008 at 12 noon London time. The four elected members will be from four different countries.

AR and LM met with Mr Charles from the accountants Charles & Co. to discuss the arrangements for the preparation of our charity/company accounts (we are not required to have audited accounts). Charles & Co. will advise us and do the work necessary to submit the accounts. There are some issues surrounding our accounting periods as the dates that we (a) started the CiCe Association and received our first membership subscription (b) registered as a company and (c) registered as a charity are different. AR proposed that in the first year the accounting periods for the charity and company accounts will be extended so that:
1. the company account runs from 22 June 2007 to 30 September 2008

2. the charity account runs from 20 July 2007 to 30 September 2008

The following year all three accounts will run from 1 October 2007 to 30 September 2008. The President’s proposal was agreed by the Executive committee.

Membership
At the 30 September 2007 there were 70 individual members and 27 institutional members. Invoices and renewal letters have been sent to all members who need to renew their subscription for the period 1 Oct 2007 to 30 Sept 2008 (members who joined very late in the previous year have membership that extends into this period). The Executive agreed that an application form will be circulated with the renewal letters next year (for members to circulate to colleagues). It was also agreed that there should be additional benefits to CiCe Association membership such as availability of school visits at the Istanbul conference.
6.8
Website
The Association website: www.cicea.eu is now operational and contains membership forms, minutes of meetings, details of forthcoming meetings and conferences, organisational information and election details, publication information etc. It was noted that the website was not on the ‘Division of functions’ document (item 6.3); AR agreed to take responsibility for website whilst he is President and Past-President of the Association.
6.9
Journal
The next issue of Citizenship, Teaching and Learning is going to press soon and should be available for circulation in December. It was agreed that the Newsletter should also be included with this agenda item in future meetings. The Executive agreed that for the time being CiCe Association news will be incorporated into the CiCe Network newsletter as it may encourage membership of the Association. Whether there should be a separate Association Newsletter will be discussed at future meetings.
6.10
Any other business
Research Awards 
At informal meetings on 27th and 28th October between all members of the Executive, it was agreed that the Association would offer to a Research Grant of about 1,500 euros, to the group of Association members putting forward the best research proposal.   It was agreed that the proposal would need to be c 4 pages, and should include a budget showing how the grant would be spent. Applications would need to be submitted by March 2008.  Further details of the award will be agreed by e-mail.

Sponsorship for conference

Nilüfer Pembecioğlu Öcel has asked whether the CiCe Association would be a sponsor for the International Children & Communication Congress (http://www.icccongress.com/). The Executive agreed that no monetary sponsorship can be provided but the logo etc can be made available.
