8.6.2  Secretary

There was a unanimous decision by the Executive to nominate Susana Goncalves to the position of secretary at the Annual General Assembly [nomination subsequently accepted by SG and accepted by AGA 31 May 2008].

Research competition

Three applications were received by the closing date, and the Executive carefully considered these.  It was decided to make the award of 1,500 euros to a proposal by Maria Pagoni (University Lille III, France), Despina Karakatsani (University of Peloponnese, Greece), Richard Etienne (University of Paul Valéry Montpellier III, France), Georges Stamelos and Julia Spinthourakis (University of Patras, Greece), for a project entitled  ‘Curricular, Pedagogical and Didactic Questions about Participative Citizenship in Secondary Schools: a comparison of two European countries’.

In order to help applicants for future research grant competitions, we are publicising the feedback given to the three applicant groups on the CiCea website (www.cicea.eu).

Agreed that before the next award is announced the EC need to consider and revise the notes for applicants on what information is required (to get the correct balance between project information, how money will be used, expertise, CVs etc). 

8.8
Membership

Individual and Institutional membership lists were circulated. There are currently 78 Individual members and 29 Institutional members. Membership increased quite significantly following the CiCe Conference in 2007 but there have been very few new members in 2008. The Executive needs to consider how CiCea membership can be promoted and made to be attractive to CiCe members. CRL and PC will make clear the distinction between CiCea and CiCe at the closing plenary.

The CiCea newsletter will be distributed 4 times per year. The draft of the first issue is underway and will be circulated in October 2008.

Website

The website has been recently updated to include results of elections, research grant competition etc.

8.11 Journal

The next issue will be published and distributed to coincide with the CitizED conference in July 2008. AR has been in discussion with Ian Davies to discuss format of journal (CiCea logo, information on spine of journal, use of colour) and printing/distribution. It has been agreed that changes will be made to the format of the journal but that printing will remain with CitizED (via University of Canterbury).
