Apologies

Chair’s Announcements

There were no announcements from the Chair.

12.3
Minutes of the 11th CiCea meeting in Mechelen and matters arising

The minutes of the eleventh meeting of the Association Executive were accepted as a true record of the meeting held in Mechelen in January 2009.

Matters arising – Item 11.7 SG in conjunction with CRL, AR and PC will review CiCea leaflet and re-design. 
12.4 AGA 2009

In the absence of Ian Davies (Journal Editor), AR will report on the new arrangements for the Journal with the publishers Intellect. AMVdd will present the Treasurer’s report and SG will present a report on the Newsletter.

It was agreed that the proposal that PC is made a Director of the Company and a Trustee of the Charity would be put forward to the AGA. Following the retirement of AR as IPSE Director this would facilitate administrative processes based at London Met (e.g. signing cheques etc) and would also mean that PC would have voting rights. 

It was agreed that a ‘Research Centre Network’ would be included under Executive Proposal 6b (see Item 12.8).

12.5
Membership

Current membership stands at 69 individual and 27 institutional members.

It was agreed that membership needs to be increased and that all members of the Executive Committee should be active in promoting CiCea and recruiting new members (see action points from CiCea meeting in Mechelen and action point 12.5 below).  

12.6
Financial situation

At 13 May 2009 the balance of the CiCea account was £4,977 (UK pounds). Payments to be made before 30 September 2009 include: journal printing costs, staff costs (administrative staff at London Metropolitan), postage costs and cost of accountancy services.  It is estimated that we will have a small balance at the end of the current year (to 30 September 2009). An increase in membership (particularly institutional members) is needed to ensure financial security.

12.7
Future elections

Presidential Election

JS will take the role of President from October 2010 so an election will need to take place for the position of President-Elect from October 2010 - September 2012, President October 2012-September 2014 and Past-President October 2014-2016. The name of the successful candidate will be announced at the AGA in May 2010 in Barcelona. If an existing committee member is appointed to the position another election will be held for the executive position they vacate.

Executive Election

The new Executive Committee and Treasurer will take up their positions in October 2011. An Election for members of the Executive Committee will take place in Autumn 2010. Should a bid for CiCe5 go ahead this would mean the names of the elected members could be included in the bid (to be submitted February/March 2011). 

12.8
Research Centre

The idea of a CiCea Research Centre, first raised after the Malta meeting, was developed to provide a more flexible system, whereby several universities across Europe would offer facilities to host CiCea members for short visits. 

In the first instance a prospectus of 6 – 8 well-situated Universities will be proposed: Reims (France), Coimbra (Portugal), Eotvos Lorand (Hungary), Patras (Greece), Olzstyn (Poland), Malmo (Sweden) and London Metropolitan (UK). It would be made clear that it is not guaranteed that the facility will be available at all times, or for all applications. The use of the Research Centre Network will be reviewed after the first year and possibly extended if found to be well-used/successful. 

It was proposed that the institutions would be asked to offer for example the following as standard:

· a room(s) for meetings

· a list of local accommodation possibilities 

· a mini library of CiCe/CiCea publications

· internet access

· possible help in making local contacts with schools, etc., for research purposes

(All institutions could provide this as a minimum; some institutions may also wish to offer additional facilities/services).
 

Each institution would also need to provide:

· a contact name (CiCea member who would deal with requests/making arrangements)

· a short statement of any special interests of the research centre host institution

· how much notice is required 

· whether the host would like anything simple in exchange (e.g. presenting a seminar paper?)

(The institutions may also wish to create a webpage)

12.9
Newsletter

To date SG had only received four contributions for the next issue of the newsletter, three of which were inappropriate (two scientific articles and one intended for the conference).  It was agreed that the following would be included:

· Advert for Active Citizenship Conference (NH)

· Letter written by a girl with Asperger’s Syndrome (JS)

· Summary of the Conference (CRL)

· Report on research grant awarded (JS to contact Maria Pagoni)

· Recent publications (All to forward information to SG)

· Research Grant Competition announcement (deadline 1 Oct 2009)

There are some issues with the template used to write the newsletter (particularly inserting new pages etc). SG will try to find ways of dealing with these issues or will find/develop a new template to work with that is more user-friendly.

The previous issue of the newsletter will be published on the CiCea website when the new issue is circulated to members via email.

12.10
Website

AR agreed that he would maintain the website until the point at which his role as Past-President ends: 30 September 2010. JS has indicated that she could possibly take responsibility for the website at this point.  

Agreed it would be good for the website to contain a list of current CiCea members, possibly also giving their contact details, research interests, short CV etc. This proposal will be put to members at the AGA and, if agreed, members will be asked to confirm that they are happy for their name/details to be available via the CiCea website.

12.11 Journal

The first new version of the journal will be launched by Intellect in June/July 2010 and will be named as Issue 1, dated 2011. This will be a high-profile issue with articles by prestigious authors in the field. CiCea have been invited to propose an author for one of the articles (on a topic or theme centrally related to citizenship) and agreed to put AR forward.  CiCea has been invited to guest edit the second issue which will be a special edition on Europe. It was agreed that CRL and JS will be proposed as guest editors.
