Chair’s Announcements

There were no announcements from the Chair.

5.3
Minutes of the 4th CiCea meeting in Montpellier and matters arising
The minutes of the fourth meeting of the Association Executive were accepted as a true record of the meeting held in Montpellier on the 22-24 May 2007.
There were no matters arising that were not to be dealt with on the agenda of the current meeting. 

5.4
Review of Annual General Assembly, Montpellier May 2007 

All Executive proposals were accepted by the meeting and there were no controversial issues. There were interesting points raised regarding the relationship of the Association to the Network and the future direction.
5.5
Elections
Paper 5.5 was circulated and used as a basis for discussion. The following points were agreed by the Executive:

1. Members will be given the opportunity to accept/not accept the nominee proposed by the Executive in future uncontested elections

2. Elections will be arranged electronically using Quest software

3. Sequence: the election for President will take place prior to the election for the Executive members. Nominees that are unsuccessful in the Presidential election will be able to run for election as Executive members.

4. Timing: there will be a minimum of 10 weeks between the opening of nominations to the declaration of results

5. Nominees will be asked for a written manifesto of no more than 450 words. The manifesto will be circulated to members with the voting papers. 
6. Presidential election

a. The election for President will use the system of a single transferable vote, ensuring that whoever is elected has the majority of votes cast.

b. Each nominee will need to be supported by two members of the CiCe Association from two different countries. 

c. Nominees and their supporters must be members of CiCea at the nomination closing date. The Executive will advise that membership applications are made at least two full weeks in advance of this date to allow time for payment and processing

d. CiCea members are eligible to vote if they are members at the nomination closing date

e. Organisations will not be able to split their votes. They can vote for a single candidate and their vote will carry the weight of 10 votes.

f. The Executive/CiCea office will not offer advice on electioneering, however membership lists/email addresses will be distributed if asked for by candidates.

7. Executive member elections

a. The elections will use the system of a single transferable vote.
b. One single election will elect four members to the Executive, one person to the position of ‘Research & research publications’ (with responsibility for Strand 4 and the Journal) and three general members of the Executive (responsibilities to be agreed after election). 

c. The four elected Executive members will represent four different countries.
d. The votes for the ‘Research & research publications’ post will be counted first.
e. The votes for the three Executive posts will follow; therefore candidates who are unsuccessful in the Research election will be able to stand as Executive members. The three candidates with the highest number of votes will be elected to the Executive.

f. Organisations will not be able to split their votes. They can vote for a single candidate and their vote will carry the weight of 10 votes.

g. Each nominee will need to be supported by two members of the CiCe Association from two different countries. 

h. Nominees and their supporters must be members of CiCea at the nomination closing date. The Executive will advise that membership applications are made at least two full weeks in advance of this date to allow time for payment and processing

i. CiCea members are eligible to vote if they are members at the nomination closing date

j. The Executive/CiCea office will not offer advice on electioneering, however membership lists/email addresses will be distributed if asked for by candidates.

Registration
The Company registration form has been signed by the Commissioner for Oaths/Notary Public/Justice of the Peace/Solicitor and has been submitted to Companies House, together with a letter to the Secretary of State to request permission to use ‘Association’ and ‘European’ in our title.
5.7
Membership
The Executive agreed that there will be a membership recruitment drive in the autumn. The September newsletter will contain a page on CiCea, including joining/elections.
5.8
Website
The domain name www.cicea.eu has been purchased and AR has drafted the first working version of the website. 
5.9
End of year accounts
The CiCe Association is not obliged to produce accounts until one year following registration. The President proposed that we prepare accounts in September 2007 for our first year of operation, have these audited and then arrange to have them registered with Companies House. The Executive agreed with this proposal.

Journal
